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Statement of protest against the Russian invasion of Ukraine and
demand for an immediate and peaceful solution of problems

The recent invasion of Ukraine by Russia in an attempt to expand its interests is an
aggressive act that violates the sovereignty and territory of a country by force and
cannot be justified for any reason.

Furthermore, neither President Vladimir Putin's threat, which implies the use of
nuclear weapons, nor attacks involving civilians, including children, can be tolerated.
We urge Russia to withdraw from Ukraine immediately and call on the entire
international community to take action to resolve problems peacefully, based on the

principles of the Charter of the United Nations as soon as possible.
